Important Notes for Harvest Fest 
Monday September 27 

Pick Up For Turkeys:  If you have signed up for a Turkey, please pick your turkey up between 1-9 p.m. on 
Monday, September 27 in the Family Life Center.  We do not  have space to store turkeys, so it is very  
important we get all the turkeys handed out on Monday.  You will be given your turkeys and one aluminum 
foil roaster for each turkey you pick up. 
Payments for Turkeys:  If you have not paid for your turkey before Monday, September 27, and signed up to 
purchase a turkey, please bring your payment with you to the pick up. 
Extra Baking:  If you would like to take an extra turkey with you to bake, just say so.  We will be happy to 
make sure you get an extra bird to bake. 

Friday October 1 
Set Up At Community Center:  If you can help set up tables and chairs at the Community Center, there will 
be plenty for you to do.  We have to not only set up the tables and chairs for the dining area, but also the auc-
tion and sale areas.   
Drop Off Turkeys:  Please bring your baked, deboned turkey to the Community Center between 8:00 a.m and 
6 p.m.  Your turkey needs to be deboned.   
Live Auction Items:  Items for the Live Auction can be delivered to the Community Center between 9:00 a.m. 
and 8:00 p.m. on Friday.  Please help the auctioneer by writing a description of the item.  This will help Mr. 
Johnson  the prices we are hoping for in the auction.  If you cannot deliver your auction items on Friday, 
please bring them in as early as possible on Saturday.  Remember, the Live Auction on Saturday has been 
moved to 2:00 p.m. 
Silent & Basket Auction Items:  Items for the Silent Auction (which includes Baskets) can be delivered to 
the Community Center during the day and evening on Friday.  If you are contributing a basket to the auction, 
please attach a typewritten list of the items on the basket.  This will enhance the bids for the basket.  If you 
cannot deliver your Silent/Basket Auction items on Friday, please bring them as early as possible on Saturday.  
The Silent Auction begins at 11:00 a.m. 
Items for Sales:  We have a bake sale and a craft sale on the day of Harvest Fest.  If you can drop off your 
items for these sales on Friday, it will help cut down on last minute confusion on the day of Harvest Fest. 

Saturday, October 2 
Kitchen Help:  We need help all day in the kitchen.  Bring your apron and your stamina for the big event.  If 
you have signed up to work a shift, please make sure you are in place a few minutes before your shift begins.  
This will help the worker transition to go smoothly and will keep the service moving forward.   
Bake Sale:  If you are contributing items to the bake sale, please have them to the Community Center before  
10 a.m.  It would be a great help if you will label your items with the name of the baked good, the price for  
the time, and if it has nuts or coconut in it.  If you have prepared sugar free items, please mark your creations 
accordingly. 
Workers:  If you have signed up to work a shift at the craft table, bake sale, Silent Auction or any other area, 
please report for duty a few minutes before your shift begins, to help make the transisitons smoothly

It’s Not Too Late To Rent a Booth at Harvest Fest 
 Harvest Fest has several booths available for rent at Harvest Fest.  There are rules to renting booths, but 
it is a wonderful opportunity for some of our members to support the church while getting their products out in 
the community. 
1. There are only 5 booth spaces available.  Booths will be located in the annex (entry of the community cen-

ter) only.  Booth operators will be assigned a location, and will be required to provide all needed supplies 
for the booth,  including tables. 

2. Booths can only be rented by church members, although non-members are allowed to assist in the opera-
tion of the booth on the day of Harvest Fest.  Non-members may not direct the operation of a member’s 
booth. 

3. Booth operators are allowed to sell any items they wish, as long as the items sold are items of good taste.  
Booth operators will not engage in the sale of materials that are vulgar, dangerous or un-safe, sexually ex-
plicit or suggestive, or otherwise unacceptable to the body of members within the St. John UMC congrega-
tion. Questionable booth merchandise will be brought before the HF leadership in the event that there is a 
conflict. 

4. Booth operators will donate a minimum of 10% to the Harvest Fest proceeds, but more may be given 
      upon personal consideration. At no time will any committee or person outside of booth operator's  
      direction be allowed the authority to audit figures regarding revenue, donations, material costs, etc. 
      The booth operators will be given the liberty to function independently within the honor system and 
      without question.  Booth operators will be responsible for displaying a tax permit for their business, and  
     will collect the sales taxes due for their commerce on the day of Harvest Fest.

Lord’s  Acre October 3 During Worship 
 During the excitement and build up of Harvest Fest, we often forget to mention or consider the second half 
of our fall celebration, The Lord’s Acre Offering, which takes place on the Sunday directly following Harvest 
Fest.  At Harvest Fest, you are purchasing items or meals or services, so you are receiving something for your 
money.  The Lord’s Acre Offering is an opportunity for you to prayerfully consider what you have been given 
throughout the past year, and to give accordingly.   
 The Lord’s Acre Offering is a tradition brought to us from the days when we lived in a primarily agrarian 
society.  Each year, farmers would set aside a calf, pig, acre of land or other measure of their farming endeavors 
and earmark it for a fall offering.  The calf, pig or crop would be tended throughout the season, along with the rest 
of the farmer’s crop.    In early times, the cow, pig or crop yield was taken to the church, to help feed the pastor 
and family.  As it became more common for pastors to receive a monetary payment for their work and leadership, 
the tradition was altered to meet the changing times.  Instead of taking the crop or animals to the church, the har-
vested crop or animals were taken to market.  The portion of money brought in from the “Lord’s Acre” was given 
to the church, to continue the Lord’s work.  
 In our society today, few of us have a crop to set aside or a cow to sell, but we do have our paychecks.    
For the Lord’s Acre today, many workers give one day’s wages to the church.  This is not a part of your regular 
financial  commitment to the church, but something extra, a celebration of all you have been given.
