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St. John’s is launching a new college ministry!

[ will be heading up a multi-denominational group of churches while they
minister to ACC Round Rock, just a few miles away. [ will be partnering
with a group called LIT (Love in Transit) which is focused solely on ACC
campuses. The idea behind it is that local churches “adopt” a campus.
They have a presence there, handing out freebies and having great conver-
sations. Over time these conversations turn towards Christ, and that’s
when the conversations get really interesting!

Often times, students at ACC are adamantly non-Christian and have good
arguments for why they don’t believe in God. They are well-read and have
strong beliefs. This ministry allows us to build a relationship with them so
those conversations come from a place of friendship, rather than being a
debate.

We have a retreat at the end of September, this year, where we invite them
to come and hear about Jesus and this life we have. Last year this retreat
took almost 100 students and we hope to increase that number this year.
Eventually we plan to establish bible studies/discussion forums to keep
them engaged. It’s a very transient community (hence the LIT name), as
you will have different students every year and even every semester. We
are excited to see what God will do on this campus!

CRUISE UPDATE

Registration deadline for St. John’s cruise to Key West Fla., Nassau and F'reeport
is near. We originally had 24 cabins reserved in our name and at the present time
we have 19 sold with 5 left in our block.

Thirty-nine St. John’s members, their families and friends are scheduled to depart
from Galveston, Texas on January 8-15, 2012 on Carnival’s Magic.

Cost for the remaining cabins, including cruise, port charges, taxes and gratuity is
$1,152.47 per person for double occupancy. These cabins are all balcony and on

deck 8 class 8D. Deposit of $500.00 per cabin at the time of reservation and final
payment will be due by October 1, 2011.

We have been assigned early dining and all of our tables will be together for
dinner.

With the help of Cruise Planners Carnival Cruise Lines has consented for us to use
this cruise as a fundraiser for St. John’s. Thirty-five dollars of the money paid by
the group will be matched by Carnival Cruise Lines, and a check for $70.00 per
person will be sent to St. John’s after completion of the cruise. Along with this
Carnival will send a check, equivalent to approximately $650.00 for every 8
cabins booked by our group.

We have rooms reserved for the night of January 7™ at Moody Gardens. The cost
of the room is $147.00, including tax. Each room has two queen beds.  For
those interested in going down the night before and staying at Moody Gardens you
will need to contact Pat Helms who will add you to the list for a room. Checks in
the amount of $147.00, made payable to St. Johns UMC, should be marked St.
John’s Cruise (Moody Gardens). Payment is due by December 1, 2011. Moody
Gardens will keep our cars in covered parking and take us to the ship on the day of
the cruise, pick us up upon our return and take us back to the hotel where are cars
will be waiting for us. If you take your car to the ship there is a minimum charge
of $75.00 for parking.
