BORDER DONATIONS DELIVERED 
 

Last Friday two church members successfully hauled the donated 
items to Eagle Pass and unloaded them at the First United Methodist 
Church.  Pastor Harlene Sadler orchestrated the unloading of boxes 
that filled much of a large horse trailer.   
 
To quote Pastor Sadler  
“Your church always sends the best donations.”  She was excited 
(as usual for her) and exclaimed how a family of six only recently 
contacted her for assistance.  The infant and child items, such as a 
crib and baby clothing, were especially timely because of immediate 
needs.  When Harlene saw the two computers, including flat 
screens, that had been refurbished and donated by other church 
members, she sighed and told how they would be put to immediate 
use by her in the church office and by another pastor who was  
recently assigned to the church.   
 
The boxes were scheduled for opening the following Monday with 
careful distribution to local colonias and those across the border.  
Items going to Piedras Negras, across from Eagle Pass, have to be 
ferried in a piecemeal fashion because of import restrictions.  Even 
the new boxes that contained donations were to be used by a family 
that is moving from the area.   
 
Ongoing support from St. John’s UMC may have contributed to the 
bishop’s visit to the Eagle Pass church last week and increased  
support from the conference.  FUMC Eagle Pass has progressed a 
long way since Pastor Sadler arrived there about seven years ago 
with instructions to dissolve the church.  Sunday attendance has 
risen from about 10 to more than 70 during a period of new  
commitments and determination.  Pastor Sadler is seeking an  
opportunity to visit St. John’s and tell firsthand how help and  
encouragement from outside the border area are so important.   
As they say in Mexico, let’s just see what happens!
