A great start to Advent…  
Last Sunday evening (the First Sunday of 
Advent) almost 160 of St. John’s family and 
friends gathered for the annual tradition of 
“The Hanging of the Greens.” We sang        
familiar Advent/Christmas songs. We shared 
words that gave meaning to the colors and 
symbols as we decorated the sanctuary for 
the season of anticipating the coming of the 
Christ child. It was a powerful worship              
experience that reminded me of the              
importance of Advent. 
In the previous churches that I’ve served, 
The Hanging of the Greens was more of a 
fellowship time than worship, if it was               
celebrated at all.  The worship tradition that 
we shared on Sunday evening is a much 
more powerful opportunity for truly preparing 
our hearts and minds as the days lead up to 
Christmas.  For eight centuries, the Israelites 
waited for the Messiah to come and fulfill the 
prophecies. When Jesus finally came, many 
didn’t receive Him because they had given 
up. Life’s difficulties had beaten the hope 
from their hearts. Many people today lead 
lives of similar hopelessness.  
As Christians, we are a people who no 
longer wander in the wilderness of            
hopelessness and despair. Instead, we 
travel through this difficult world in sure and 
certain hope.  An intentional preparation              
during Advent, reminds us of that truth. 
Whether you attended the special service or 
not, I pray you will take the time to prepare 
deliberately for the advent (arrival) of our 
Lord. The journey has begun, and I look  
forward to the day when we approach            
Bethlehem. Knocking off the dust from our 
clothes, we will approach in weariness and 
faith kneeling at the manger.
