Again, Pastor Sadler is most careful in making sure that donations flow 
to impoverished families in the colonias around Eagle Pass with a                 
portion of the items transported across the border to colonias on that 
side. 
 
The next trip down to Eagle Pass will be in June, or before if we can 
assemble enough donations.  A washer and dryer have already been 
promised for the next load!
