Ministry & Mission Opportunities
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The power of the
witness...

In one of the Bible studies that | lead
at St. John'’s, we have just finished the Book,
the Acts of the Apostles (or “Acts”). This is
the story of the early church which is marked
by of the lost art of the Christian witness.
Bishop Mike Lowry has written on this very
subject in his blog, The Wilderness Way #
56.*

“... As we seek to make disciples of
Jesus Christ for the transformation of the
world, we need to recover witnessing and
especially the biblical notion of witnessing as
a form of telling our story of how God in
Christ through the Holy Spirit is active in our
lives. “If | have achieved anything in my life,”
said Dorothy Day, “it has been because |
have not been embarrassed to talk about
God.” United Methodist campus minister and
seminary professor Kenda Creasy Dean de-
votes an entire chapter of Almost Christian:
What the Faith of our Teenagers Is Telling
the American Church (Chapter 7) to recover-
ing a sense of witness or testi-
mony. Interestingly she entitles it “Going Vi-
ral for Jesus.” We tend to think of witnessing
as something we do with an unknown
stranger. In making disciples it is often the
opposite. Our sharing (witness..., telling our
story) takes place with family, friends and
especially our children.”

As indicated above, reclaiming the
authentic witness of believers is essential for
the Church to have a positive impact for
Christ. There is great power in the story of a
person of who tells how God has worked
with power and grace in the reality of daily
life. Itis a confirmation that God is as real
and active today as in biblical times. Our 21
world is desperate to hear this witness.
