The insanity begins earlier this year… 
Remember when the holiday shopping             
season officially started the Friday after 
Thanksgiving? Not anymore. Now, we have 
the pre-holiday sales. The insanity begins, 
like hamsters running like crazy on their little 
wheels but not getting anywhere. 
In my mind (admittedly a somewhat off-beat 
place), this “insanity” stems from the                     
commercialized busyness the culture uses as 
a distraction for emptiness. A few years ago, 
an aging NBA superstar was reduced to tears 
at the possibility of not being able to play   
basketball. Were his tears simply the result of 
a looming life stage transition, or from internal 
emptiness? One recovering drug addict           
described his drug use as an attempt to fill up 
the “empty pit” he had inside. 
The American Humanist Association offers 
a solution related to an empty life, “No God, 
No Problem… Be good for goodness sake.” 
However, there is a problem with their            
simplistic slogan. Without God, we have no        
objective standard for “good,” and we become 
mired in relativism. In other words, “good” 
becomes whatever we want it to be, and we 
often disagree on our definitions. Humanism 
is about as fulfilling as opening an empty gift 
box… just more emptiness. 
In contrast, the Bible is very precise about 
the goodness meant to fill our lives and               
eliminate the need for commercialized             
busyness. He has told you, O mortal, what 
is good; and what does the Lord require of 
you but to do justice, and to love kindness, 
and to walk humbly with your God?  (Micah 
6:8, NRSV)                                                                                        
I don’t know about you, but I’d rather fill my 
life doing God’s goodness than getting back 
on that hamster wheel. For goodness sake 
(and ours), stop the insanity.
