One thing I’ve learned about life is that the 
events of the day do not often line up with my

A pastor friend likes to tell the story of his early 
years in ministry.

One 
day he finally realized that the problem wasn’t 
the people. The problem was his obsession 
with the list. 
 
There is nothing wrong with having lists of 
tasks and broader goals that we want to ac-
complish.

But, we should not place a higher 
priority on task completion than people. Very 
few issues warrant a “complete at all costs” atti-
tude. Jesus would often address the needs of 
the people. Then, he would go back to his “list.” 
Putting people first is a mark of priorities that 
are in proper order.
