Our summer has drawn to a close.  Sundays will now be 5:30-7:30 
and Wednesdays will now be 6:30-8.  We know this conflicts with the 
Sunday evening service, but have polled Youth and parents and the 
overwhelming support fell on the side of moving Youth back an hour 
so more could participate.  Many Youth have events in the after-
noons and the extra hour would allow them to attend Youth more 
regularly. 
We just finished our Sunday night series.  On Sunday nights we were 
studying “Courage”, led by Francis Chan.  It’s a great series talking to 
us about how to be courageous in our lives and stand for Christ.

The cost 
is $165 but, like the summer trip, we have fundraising going on to off-
set the cost.

 The group met following the Children’s Time at the 11:00 traditional service.  This month we are 
working to earn our Christian Community Badge. During our meeting, we learned the difference be-
tween a religion (what god you worship) and denomination (how you worship your god).  After learn-
ing we are the only religion that worships Jesus, God and the Holy Spirit, we found there are religions 
that worship God, but not Jesus.
