
LORD’S ACRE 
October 3 During Worship 

 During the excitement and build up of Harvest Fest, we often forget to 
mention or consider the second half of our fall celebration, The Lord’s Acre Offer-
ing, which takes place on the Sunday directly following Harvest Fest.  At Harvest 
Fest, you are purchasing items or meals or services, so you are receiving some-
thing for your money.  The Lord’s Acre Offering is an opportunity for you to 
prayerfully consider what you have been given throughout the past year, and to 
give accordingly.   
 The Lord’s Acre Offering is a tradition brought to us from the days when 
we lived in a primarily agrarian society.  Each year, farmers would set aside a calf, 
pig, acre of land or other measure of their farming endeavors and earmark it for a 
fall offering.  The calf, pig or crop would be tended throughout the season, along 
with the rest of the farmer’s crop.    In early times, the cow, pig or crop yield was 
taken to the church, to help feed the pastor and family.  As it became more com-
mon for pastors to receive a monetary payment for their work and leadership, the 
tradition was altered to meet the changing times.  Instead of taking the crop or ani-
mals to the church, the harvested crop or animals were taken to market.  The por-
tion of money brought in from the “Lord’s Acre” was given to the church, to con-
tinue the Lord’s work.  
 In our society today, few of us have a crop to set aside or a cow to sell, but 
we do have our paychecks.    For the Lord’s Acre today, many workers give one 
day’s wages to the church.  This is not a part of your regular financial  commit-
ment to the church, but something extra, a celebration of all you have been given.

ENDING AND BEGINNING  One of life’s clear patterns 
involves constant change , particularly with the ending of one 
thing and the beginning of something new.  (Often the former is 
required to move forward with the latter.)  As human beings, we 
are closely tied with the familiar in our habits and even our sur-
roundings.  Try changing a well established habit, for example, 
even a typical way of traveling to a restaurant you like.  It does not 
take much to create conflict within us.  At a deeper level, when we 
move to a new location, when we are presented with adjusting to a 
new neighbor or job, or perhaps even with loss and grief, we know that this transition 
produces stress. 
 Frankly, we do not often think of such a time as one of a God -given “creative 
opportunity.”  But in such a moment of fluidity , the Holy Spirit can be present and ac-
tive, and our own faith becomes a critical element for us.  In John (Chapter 4, Verses 
1-4) we are reminded that Jesus taught us, “ Do not let your hearts be troubled.  Be-
lieve in God and believe also in me.  In my Father’s house there are many dwelling .  
If it were not so, would I have told you that go to prepare a place for you.  And if I go 
and prepare a place for you, I will come again and will take you to myself, so that 
where I am, there you may be also.  And you know the way to the place where I am 
going.”  Christ’s words have a profound anointing impact upon our soul.  If allowed to 
do so, they may comfort us deeply.  
 One of life’s greatest mysteries lies in what happens to us in the transition fol-
lowing our physical death.  In his small book, Made For Heaven and Why On Earth It 
Matters, author C. S. Lewis wonders why we as Christians are reluctant to discuss 
heaven.  If, indeed, we believe deeply in life after death, he notes that we should not 
only be affirming, but proclaim this reality to others.  Though he never uses the word, 
“hypocritical,” he is certainly puzzled by a faith that proclaims the importance of an af-
terlife, then seemly worries about it or at least never discusses it in this one.  
 A world famous psychologist, Carl Jung, was asked by an interviewer about the 
possible impact of birth  trauma on humans, and with a twinkle in his eye, he said, 
“We have no way of testing this, for it is the way which all of us come into the world.”   
 Obviously all of us must die, but as Christians, we will find that our life’s end is 
truly its beginning.
