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MEXICO BORDER MISSION

CHANGES AND COMMITMENTS
For more than five years St. John’s has supported orphanages in the Eagle Pass and Piedras Negras
communities. However, increasing violence along the Mexican side of the border precludes travel-
ing in Mexico, but not to the border area. Fortunately, the children’s homes administered by Bob
King Ministries are fairly well funded by a network of support groups having a long-term relation-
ship with King Ministries. This is evidenced by the prompt financial support received for cleaning
up extensive damage from flooding during the summer. Support needs along both sides of the bor-
der are insatiable, but many needs are being met.
Our church will soon communicate with Mrs. Bob King who heads up Hungry Kids International
and King Ministries which are located in Quemado. She will be informed of the need for St. John’s
UMC to redirect its support to First United Methodist Church in Eagle Pass as a major step in
building a church-to-church relationship. As previously reported, Pastors Ron Bellomy and Harlene
Sadler (FUMC-Eagle Pass) met in June to strengthen SJUMC’s involvement.
Consequently, St. John’s will not participate this year in the child-specific Christmas gift gathering.
Instead, there will be a call in October for sweaters and blankets that will be distributed to families
living in the colonias near Eagle Pass which will be handled by FUMC-Eagle Pass. The needs in
those small communities mirror the needs across the border—basic needs such as electricity, run-
ning water, food, clothing, fans, blankes, etc.
First Church Eagle Pass also is directly linked to an orphanage in Piedras Negras. Donations of
items will be ferried to that orphanage on a level-of-need basis. Incidentally, the wife of the mis-
sionary who manages the Piedras Negras orphanage has moved to Atlanta, Ga. for safety and for
earning funds to support the orphanage. Her husband, retired from a job in the U.S., remains at risk

in Piedras Negras but is firmly dedicated to the orphanage! What a commitment!
